MINUTES OF DIRECTORS’ MEETING SEPTEMBER 8, 2010
A meeting of the Canadian Dexter Cattle Association Board of Directors was held by teleconference on September 8, 2010
Present: Neal Wilson (President), Adrian Hykaway (Vice-President), Cathy Heinzelman, Allyn Nelson, Brenda Pollard, Ron Black (Recording Secretary)

Absent: Mary Ann Stevenson 
Neal Wilson called the meeting to order. There was no objection to the meeting being taped.
MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETINGS:

Moved by Cathy Heinzelman that the minutes of the Directors’ meeting held August 13, 2010 be adopted as circulated. Seconded by Allyn Nelson. Carried.

Moved by Allyn Nelson that the minutes of the Directors’ meeting held August 14, 2010 be adopted with the correction of one error. Seconded by Brenda Pollard. Carried.  

NEW BUSINESS: a) Stickers and Stamps:  Adrian Hykaway indicated that a person attending the Annual Meeting had suggested to him that the association have a rubber stamp available that could be used for stamping packages of Dexter meat. Adrian had investigated the availability of such stamps and had received two quotations, one for $21 and one for $26 per stamp, with increasing discounts for additional stamps. The existing Tender and Tasty sticker design is too detailed for designing a stamp, so a new design would be needed.  Also, food grade ink, which has a short shelf life, would have to be used. 

It was agreed that one sheet of stickers be sent to each member in the next mail out, indicating that additional sheets can be obtained from the association.      
Allyn Nelson inquired whether stickers could be obtained with different wording, particularly wording indicating that the meat was naturally raised or grass fed, etc. Adrian Hykaway suggested that an article be placed in the Newsletter asking members for input and ideas regarding the stickers and stamps, and agreed to write the article.   
b) Steer a Year Project: It was reported by Adrian Hykaway that Willie Kadatz had inquired regarding again supplying the steers for the project at Olds College, and had indicated that he has steers that would be suitable. While there had been some question whether the college would be operating the program this year, it had now been confirmed that they will be. It was agreed that Wille gain supply the five steers. Allyn Nelson will contact him.   
It was agreed that when the results are published in the Newsletter that they include an acknowledgment of Willie’s contribution over the years.  
c) Participation at Farmfair: Neal Wilson explained that Allyn & Rita Nelson and Ruth Stone have been displaying animals on their own at Farmfair for many years, and that he felt the Association should be helping them out. Allyn indicated that they normally have a display space with a pen on each side, and will be booking the same for this year. Neal indicated that the cost of the display space only is $250, and the cost of the display space and 1 pen is $375. He asked Allyn if he and Ruth would be open to having the Association participate with them. Allyn indicated that it is always good to have additional help to man the booth.   
Moved by Cathy Heinzelman that the CDCA contribute $250 towards the cost of the breeder display booth at Farmfair. Seconded by Adrian Hykaway. 

After discussion, the mover and seconder amended the amount to $375. The motion then was carried with Allyn Nelson abstaining.       

Allyn indicated that he will proceed to book the display space and two pens. 

An article will be placed in the next Newsletter encouraging and asking for other members to participate by volunteering a day at the booth.  

d) Dexter Semen Resources: Cathy Heinzelman reported that she had contacted Westgen, which has no Dexter semen available. She also had contacted SireKing (formerly Universal Genetics) who could not confirm whether they still had any Dexter semen. Cathy also indicated that she had learned that having a bull collected would involve significant cost and time. Neal Wilson indicated that another cost is insurance on the semen once it is collected. 

Also, Rare Breeds Canada had lost almost their entire inventory of semen for Dexter and several other breeds. Brenda Pollard noted that Rare Breeds Canada has indicated that they would provide some assistance with the cost of either collecting bulls in Canada or importing semen, in return for a donation of some semen. Cathy Heinzelman agreed to contact Pam Heath of Rare Breeds Canada for more information as to what they are willing to do. Brenda Pollard also offered to contact Elwood Quinn. 

e) 4-H: Adrian Hykaway inquired whether a package for educating 4-H judges had ever been developed. Neal Wilson responded that this had not been done. Adrian indicated that a request might be included in the Newsletter asking members for input into such a package, which is definitely needed. 

Adrian also indicated that there is an increasing interest in using Dexter for bucking bulls for junior bull rider competitions.        
f) Representative to Canadian Livestock Records Corporation: The Ontario Chapter will be contacted to determine who might fill this position, as the CLRC Annual Meeting will be held in Toronto. 

NEXT MEETING: After Farmfair, a decision will be made regarding the next meeting. If a meeting is not held prior, the next meeting will be held on February 9, 2011. 

ADJOURNMENT:

The meeting was adjourned on a motion by Allyn Nelson.
